including provision of condoms, HIV testing and counseling, presumptive treatment of STI, diagnosis and
treatment of STl and referral services.

The Government of Nepal and Saath- Saath Project till September 2016 have implemented program through
partner NGOs among FSWs and their clients. From October FHI360 onwards is implementing USAID funded
LINKAGES Nepal project.
